Independent Contractor Agreement

This Independent Contractor Agreement (“Agreement”) is made and entered into as of [Month] 
_[DAY]___, 2016 by the undersigned parties: [COMPANY NAME] (known as the “Company”) 
and
 ______________________________ (known as the “Contractor”). 

In consideration of the promises, rights and obligations set forth below, the parties hereby agree as follows: 

1.
Background
[COMPANY NAME] is a traveling business specializing contracting bartending services for private events throughout the DC-Maryland-Virginia Metro Area.  The company generates agreements with customers expressing interest in bartending services (“leads”) through a variety of marketing mechanisms. These leads are provided to bartenders that serve as independent contractors to fulfill the tasks delineated in the customer agreement (see clause 3. “Services” for complete listing).  Bartenders under contract remain on call and voluntarily agree to take on events provided by [COMPANY NAME].  The acting President serves as the Head Bartender and reserves the sole authority of appropriating leads to bartender at his discretion.  The mission of [COMPANY NAME] is to (1) make EVERY customer experience as pleasurable as possible and (2) contract profitable opportunities to freelance bartenders to showcase their talents. In exchange for the service the Company provides by procuring leads, Bartenders brought on as Contractors are expected to uphold the reputation of [COMPANY NAME] for superior customer service regard at all times.
2. 
Term
The term of this Agreement shall begin on upon the date of the Contractor’s signature and continue for 2 years from this date unless terminated earlier as set forth in this Agreement. The term of this Agreement may be extended on annual basis by mutual agreement between the parties.
3.
Services

The Contractor will provide the following services: 
· Responsible alcohol beverage service according to local, state, and federal regulation.  Contractors are STRONGLY RECOMMENDED to be certified in officially recognized skill-based alcohol training programs (preferably TIPS).  
· Alcohol Beverage service, Non-alcoholic beverage service, and food service as requested by the customer
· Set-up and cleanup of bar area and venue as needed

· Event planning and associated task required to meet customer’s expectation of the event
· Travel to perform on-site service at a location designated by the customer.  This includes transporting of necessary materials 

· Contractors are encouraged to take pictures to promote themselves and the Company
The Contractor shall take direction from each work order based on the customer agreement as specified by the Company and the signing customer.  Contractors duties are determined on an case-by-case basis, and are discretely limited to each work order as provided by the Company   each or directed by the customer. Additional services or amendments to the services described above may be agreed upon between the parties.

4.
Compensation

Subject to providing the services as outlined above, the Contractor will be paid the sum of no less than $XX/hr or the equivalent of the Remaining Balance specified in the customer agreement upon completion of the services, plus tips as voluntarily determined by customer. The Contractor will be compensated for services DIRECTLY BY THE CUSTOMER, NOT BY THE COMPANY.  In the event of accidental payment directly to the Company by the Customer, The Contractor will invoice the Company in the sum specified in the agreement to be paid no later than 48 hours following Company’s receipt of the Customer’s payment.
5. 
Relationship
The Contractor will provide services to the Company as an independent contractor and NOT as an employee. PLEASE READ CAREFULLY.  
Accordingly:
5.1 Completeness of the service shall be ultimately be determined by the Customer, the Company’s standards notwithstanding, and Contractor agree to make reasonable effort to address all Customer requests per work order.  It is the sole responsibility of the Customer to compensate and reimburse the Contractor for all services successfully rendered.  As such, the Company shall pay no other fees and/or expenses to the Contractor unless customer mistakenly pays company directly or such fees were previously authorized in advance by the President in writing.  Furthermore, the Contractor agrees that the Company shall have no liability or responsibility for the withholding, collection or payment for any and all taxes, Social Security contributions or payments, disability insurance, unemployment taxes, and other payroll type taxes, applicable to such compensation.  The Contractor also agrees to indemnify and hold the Company harmless from any and all claims, losses, costs, fee, liabilities, damages, or injuries suffered in respect to the Company’s failure with respect to its obligations in this section 

5.2 Contractor agrees that as an independent contractor, the Contractor will not be qualified to participate in or to receive any employee benefits that the Company may extend to its employees.
5.3 The Contractor is free to provide services to other clients, so long as such other clients are not in competition with the Company and so long as there is no interference with the Contractor’s contractual obligations to the Company.
5.4 The Contractor has no authority to and will not exercise or hold itself out as having any authority to enter into or conclude any contract or to undertake any commitment or obligation for, in the name of or on behalf of the Company without express permission from the Company.
5.5 The Contractor reserves the right to exercise any and all necessary precautions in protecting guests and complying with all local, state and federal regulations.  This includes but is not limited carding guests, immediate refusal service at any event to any guest deemed to intoxicated or underage, ceasing bar service due to underage drinking (under 21), and any other situation as per DC Official Code **25-781, MD Code**10-114 and VA Code **4.1-304.
5.6 Serving alcohol contains inherent risks to guest behavior resulting from diminished inhibitions.  Contractor acknowledges the inherent risk associated with alcohol service and assumes full responsibility for becoming educated in and complying with all local, state, and federal regulations.  BY SIGNING THIS AGREEMENT, THE CONTRACTOR AGREES TO INDEMINFY, DEFEND AND HOLD THE COMPANY HARMLESS FROM AND AGAINST ANY AND ALL CLAIMS, ACTIONS, DAMAGES, LIABILITIES, COSTS, AND EXPENSES INCLUDING  REASONABLE ATTORNEY’S FEES AND EXPENSES, ARISING OUT OF ANY CLAIMS FOR BODILY INJURY, LOSS OF LIFE, OR DAMAGE TO REAL OR TANGIBLE PERSONAL PROPERTY CAUSE BY CONTRACTOR.  
5.
Confidentiality and Intellectual Property
The Contractor hereby acknowledges that it will read and agree to be bound by the terms and conditions of the Company’s confidentiality and proprietary information agreement upon prior written notice by the Company should the Company be compelled to make such an Agreement. If the Contractor retains any employees or contractors of its own who will perform services hereunder, the Contractor shall ensure that such employees or contractors execute an agreement no less protective of the Company’s intellectual property and confidential information than the attached agreement.
The Contractor hereby represents and warrants to the Company that it will not party to any written or oral agreement with any third party that would restrict its ability to enter into this Agreement or any Confidentiality and Proprietary Information Agreement created by the Company so the Company be compelled to make such an Agreement.   The Contractor will not, by providing services to the Company, breach any non-disclosure, proprietary rights, non-competition, non-solicitation or other covenant in favor of any third party.

The Contractor hereby agrees that, during the term of this Agreement and for one (1) year following the termination hereof, the Contractor will not directly or indirectly solicit, attempt to solicit, canvass or interfere with any customer or supplier of the Company in a manner that conflicts with or interferes in the business of the Company as conducted with such customer or supplier.

6.
Termination

The independent contractor relationship contemplated by this Agreement is to conclude two (2) years from the date of the Contractor’s signature unless terminated earlier as set forth below. The Contractor agrees that no additional advance notice or fees in lieu of notice are required in the event the relationship terminates as specified above.
The Contractor agrees that the Company may terminate this Agreement at any time without notice or any further payment if the Contractor is in breach of any of the terms of this Agreement.

The Company may terminate this Agreement at any time at its sole discretion, upon providing to the Contractor seven (7) calendar days advance written notice of its intention to do so or payment of fees in lieu thereof.  

The Contractor may terminate this Agreement at any time at its sole discretion upon providing to the Company seven (7) calendar days notice of Contractor’s intention to do so. Upon receipt of such notice the Company may waive notice in which event this Agreement shall terminate immediately.
7.
Obligations Surviving Termination of this Agreement  
All obligations to preserve the Company’s Confidential Information, Intellectual Property and other warranties and representations set forth herein shall survive the termination of this Agreement indefinitely.

8.
Entire Agreement

This Agreement, together with the Confidentiality and Proprietary Information Agreement, represents the entire agreement between the parties and the provisions of this Agreement shall supersede all prior oral and written commitments, contracts and understandings with respect to the subject matter of this Agreement. This Agreement may be amended only by mutual written agreement of the party.

9.
Assignment

This Agreement shall inure to the benefit of and shall be binding upon each party’s successors and assigns. Neither party shall assign any right or obligation hereunder in whole or in part, without the prior written consent of the other party.
10. 
Governing Law and Principles of Construction.  

This Agreement shall be governed and construed in accordance with the laws of the State of Maryland. If any provision in this Agreement is declared illegal or unenforceable, the provision will become void, leaving the remainder of this Agreement in full force and effect.
